Supervisor Wagner reported that he had aconference call today with Central Hudson regarding
the power outages resulting from yesterdays snow storm and had been told that some of the

outages may not be fixed for days There will be another conference call tomorrow Central

Hudson hopes to set up dry ice and water pickuppoints by tomorrow

Section 1 The following are hereby authorized in and for the Town of LaCnange

estimated cost of 19964184 being a class of objects or purposes having a period of

estimated cost of33480 being a class of objects or purposes having aperiod of probable

d The purchase of one 1 Chevrolet Escape XLT 4X2 at a maximum

estimated cost of 1857713 being a class of objects or purposes having a period of

e The purchase of one 1 dump truck at a maximum estimated cost of

5334340 being a class of objects or purposes having a period of probable usefulness of

1123920 being a class of objects or purposes having a period of probable usefulness of

five yeazs pursuant to subdivision 28 of pazagraph a of Section 1100of the Local Finance

g The purchase of one 1 pick up truck with plow at a maximum estimated

cost of 2600000 being a class of objects or purposes having a period of probable

usefulness of ten years pursuant to subdivision 28 of paragraph a of Section 1100 of the

Local Finance Law

Section 2 The total maximum estimated cost of the aforesaid objects or

purposes is 46228157 and the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of

46228157 bonds of said Town hereby authorized to be issued therefor pursuant to the

Local Finance Law to be allocated in accordance with the maximum estimated costs set

forth in Section 1 hereof

Section 3 It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the

bonds herein authorized will not exceed five years

Section 4 The faith and credit of said Town of LaGrange Dutchess County

New York are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest
