A regular meeting of the Town Board was held on Wednesday, June 23, 2010, at the LaGrange
Town Hall, 120 Stringham Road. Supervisor Wagner called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m..
The Deputy Town Clerk led the flag salute.

Supervisor Wagner asked for a motion to accept the minutes from June 9, 2010. Councilman
Jessup so moved; seconded by Councilman Beck; carried unanimously.

Supervisors Report

Supervisor Wagner reported that a fire alarm system is being installed throughout the building
and is being paid for with the assistance of a grant from the Office of Court Administration.
Supervisor Wagner stated a grant application was made explaining that with no fire alarm system
there is a safety issue, especially when court is in session.

Supervisor Wagner reported that work is in progress on the Dutchess Rail Trail in LaGrange. He
stated that he will be meeting with the County Executive next week to tour the work that has
been completed thus far. Supervisor Wagner stated that he was told that the Town can anticipate
substantial completion of the LaGrange and Wappingers section by early November, including
the bridge over Titusville Road. Supervisor Wagner stated that at the next Dutchess Rail Trail
meeting, the agreement will need to be discussed. He added that questions surrounding the park
being a carry-in, carry-out park with garbage cans located in the parking areas needs to be
addressed as the Dutchess County Rail Trail Committee is looking to the LaGrange Parks
Department to empty those trash cans; this is a cause for concern for Mr. Huff, due to the added
work and expense of providing that service. The Rail Trail Agreement has a $7,500.00 ceiling
that is due for renewal; it expired last year.
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Correspondence

Supervisor Wagner stated that Time Warner Cable sent notification of channel line-up changes.
This correspondence will be in the Town Clerk’s Office for two weeks.

Agenda Items
Public Hearing

Councilman O’Hare explained the purpose of the proposed Local Law addressing Parkland
Districts is to close gaps in the zoning code relating to parkland. The Zoning Code contains
Parkland Districts; however there are no standards that apply to these districts. Mr. Blass stated
that the gist of this local law is to lock in the fact that town parks will be used as town parks
forever. The only allowable use of the district is for public, active, and passive recreational use.
A brief discussion followed.

Supervisor Wagner referenced the Dutchess County Planning and Development’s Zoning
Referral that was reviewed by John Clark; the County sees this as a matter of local concern.
(SEE ADDENDUM)

Mr. Blass addressed the Environmental Assessment Form which concludes that this Local Law is
of an administrative nature and will have no significant negative impact on the environment. A
Negative Declaration Notice of Determination of Non-significance has been prepared. (SEE
ADDENDUM)

Councilman O’Hare made a motion to open the Public Hearing; seconded by Councilman Beck;
carried. (SEE ADDENDUM)

There were no public comments.

Councilman Jessup made a motion to close the Public Hearing; seconded by Councilman Beck;
carried unanimously.

Councilman Beck made a motion to accept the Negative Declaration; seconded by Councilman
O’Hare; carried unanimously. (SEE ADDENDUM)

Councilman O’Hare made a motion to adopt the Resolution for Local Law 2-2010, regarding

Parkland Districts; seconded by Councilman Jessup. The resolution was voted upon with all
Councilmen voting as follows:

Supervisor Wagner introduced the Standard Work Day and Reporting Resolution which sets the
standard work day for elected officials, Michael Kelly, Highway Superintendent and Joseph
Luna, Councilman, who are enrolled in the New Your State and Local Employees Retirement
System.

Councilman Jessup made a motion to adopt the Resolution; seconded by Councilman O’Hare.
The resolution was voted upon with all Councilmen voting as follows:

Supervisor Wagner read into the record a list of vehicles that the Superintendent of Highways
has requested be declared surplus. Councilman Luna made a motion to adopt the listed
properties as surplus; seconded by Councilman O’Hare; carried unanimously. Supervisor
Wagner stated these vehicles will be put up for sale or disposed of based on their condition.
(SEE ADDENDUM)

Supervisor Wagner stated that Tracy Johnson, Chairman of the Zoning Board of Appeals, term is
up at the end of June. Supervisor Wagner asked for a motion to appoint a new chairperson,
effective July 1, 2010. Councilman Beck made a motion to appoint Gary Polhemus to serve as
the Chairman of the Zoning Board of Appeals. Councilman Jessup seconded the motion; carried
unanimously. Supervisor Wagner stated that Mr. Johnson will send a letter of resignation as he
does not plan to complete his term as a member of the ZBA.

Supervisor Wagner stated that the Public Hearing Notice on Dog Parks did not get published on
time and the Public Hearing will need to be rescheduled. Councilman Luna made a motion to set
the Public Hearing for July 14, 2010; seconded by Councilman Beck; carried unanimously.

Supervisor Wagner referenced a letter from the Superintendent of Highways, requesting
permission to go out to bid for road paving. Supervisor Wagner read from the letter that an
estimated $310,000.00 is needed for the repairs and all money will come from available CHIPS
funds. The proposed roads to be repaired are:

Mountain Road from Freedom Road to the Taconic State Parkway

.
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further, serve to limit the scope of future uses and improvements on those parcels to those
which are consistent with the Town’s Recreation Master Plan.

7. The action will not result in the creation of a material demand for other
actions that would result in one of the above consequences, as all of the parcels located
within the Parkland District are already committed to active and passive recreational
uses.

8. The action does not involve changes in two or more elements of the
environment, no one of which has a significant impact on the environment, but when
considered together result in a substantial adverse impact on the environment. No direct

or physical adverse impacts will result from the adoption of this local law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Town of LaGrange Town
Board has examined the impacts which may be reasonably anticipated to result from the
action, and has determined that these actions will not have any significant adverse impact
on the environmental and that a Draft Environmental Impact Statement need not be

prepared.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Town of LaGrange Town Board
hereby issues a Negative Declaration pursuant to the requirements of the State

Environmental Quality Review Act.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Town of LaGrange Town Board
hereby authorizes the filing of this Negative Declaration pursuant to the requirements of

the State Environmental Quality Review Act as contained in its regulations at 6 NYCRR
617.12.

RESOLUTION

Councilman O’Hare offered the following resolution which
was seconded by Councilman Jessup, who moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, a local law was introduced entitled A LOCAL LAW OF
THE TOWN OF LAGRANGE, DUTCHESS COUNTY, NEW YORK AMENDING VARIOUS
PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 240, “ZONING” OF THE TOWN CODE TO ADDRESS
PARKLAND DISTRICTS; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing in relation to said local law was
held on June 23, 2010 at 7:30 p.m., prevailing time; and

WHEREAS, notice of said public hearing was given pursuant
to the terms and provisions of the Municipal Home Rule Law of
the State of New York; and

WHEREAS, said local law has been on the desks of the
members of the Town Board of the Town of LaGrange for at least
seven (7) days, exclusive of Sunday;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the following local law

is hereby enacted:

TOWN OF LAGRANGE LOCAL LAW NO. 2 OF THE YEAR 2010

Section 1. Section 240-21 of the Town Code is amended to

add reference to a “PD..... Parkland District”.

Section 2. Section 240-24 of the Town Code is amended to

add a new subdivision “M” reading as follows:




M. The Parkland District provides for the beneficial and
sound use of parks and recreation areas. Uses are
limited to public parks, recreation areas, and the
establishment of buildings, structures and improvements
of the type which are devoted to active or passive
recreation for the public, including but not limited to
the type of recreational enhancements recommended in

any recreation master plan of the Town of LaGrange.

Section 3. Schedule “A” of Section 240-27 of the Town Code
is amended

(a) to add a new column entitled “PD”,

(b) to add a new row entitled “Active or passive
public recreation”,

(c) to add the symbol “P” at the intersection of the
“pPD” column and “Active or passive public
recreation” row,

(d) to add the symbol “P” at the intersection of the
“PD” column and “Accessory structure” row,

(e) to add the symbol “P” at the intersection of the
wpD” column and “Essential services” row, and

(f) to add the symbol “P” at the intersection of the
“pPD” column and “Passive recreational uses open

to the public” row.

Section 4. Section 240-112 of the Town Code is amended to

add a definition of “Active recreation” reading as follows:

“ACTIVE RECREATION. Active recreational endeavors of
the type accommodated by public parks and recreation
areas, and/or accommodated by public buildings,

structures and improvements of the type recommended by




any recreation master plan of the Town, including such
activities such as exercise, sports, playgrounds,

swimming, and related active or social activities.”

Section 5. If any provision of this local or the
application thereof to any person or circumstance, is held
invalid, the invalidity does not affect other provisions or
applications of the local law which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the

provisions of this local are severable.

Section 6. This local law shall take effect upon filing
with the Secretary of State.

RESOLVED that the Town Clerk shall file a certified
original of this local law in the office of the Town Clerk and
one (1) certified copy in the Office of the Secretary of State,
State of New York, such certified copy to have attached thereto
a certificate executed by the attorney for the Town of LaGrange
that it contains the correct text and that all proper
proceedings have been had or taken for the enactment of this
local law.
